I can still sce his face today if [ close my eyes and go
back, that young Vietnamese boy sitting alone on the
hospital stairs. It was my turn that day for the mysterious
GG shot I heard so much about. The morning sun was as
hot as usual while taking the short walk from my hootch
to the base hospital. I coutld tell my fellow Phantom flight
members were alive and well because of the noise level
coming from the row. You would think after staying up
all night on patrol and looking out for Charlie, everyone
would be fast asleep by 9:00 am. Wrong! Music was
playing, food was on the grill, smoke was in the air, and
the beer was flowing.

As I came closer to the hospital, I could make out a
safari hal two sizes too big for the head it was on. This
hat, as 1'm sure his parents told him never to take off,
was pulled down over his face. His pants were worn, his
shirt was torn, and he wore flip-flops on his feet. That’s
Jersey shore lingo for a type of sandal. As I entered the
hospital, two airmen in whites were working on an old
Vietnamese man. They were attempting to close a hole in
his hand where a thumb once was.

After my GG shot, which was given in my hip and not
in my ass up to my stomach, I walked out the same door.
Stilf sitting on the stairs was the ten years old Vietnam-
cse boy. He looked about ten to me even though he was
very over weight, which was unusual for a Vietnamese
child. I wanted to tell him that his father was doing well,
but 1 just looked at him with pity. When our glances met,

that pity changed to wonder! I didn’t see a small boy
sitting there, I saw a mature young man. His dark
eyes were surrounded by deep worry lines set in a
small round face. At that moment, 1 felt vounger than
he even though 1 was ten years older.
Years later after the war I realized why that wasl!
It wasn’t just the trauma he had gone through due to
his father’s hand. It was the culmination of traumas
and horrors he must have seen in his ten war torn
years.
I can still see his face today if I close my eyes and
go back!

Air Base Ground Defense traimng (called AZR at|
the time) was three weeks of infantrv training for Air.
Force Sccurity Policc, taught by SP Victnam vets at Me-
dian and ncarby Camp Bullis. We underwent instruction
on the M-60 machinc gun, grenade launchers, patrotling,
ambush/counter ambush, night ops, land-nav, firc tcam!
tactics, cte.. We also fcamed how to toss ‘live” hand gre- |
nades. :

Each of us stood i a ccment pit with an instructor’
while the rest of the tramning flight observed from the
safety of a ncarby bunker. One of the AZR instructors
told us we would throw twe 'dummy’ grenades and could
stand and watch how far we had tossed it. But the third
grenade, he said, would be a ‘hive’ onc, the real thing,
we'd have to hit the dirt on that one, for safety sake, or
¢isc we'd find an instructor on top of us! '

The ‘dummy’ grenades were the old ‘pineapple’
World War I type. Fhey were heavy and we learned not
to throw them like bascballs. but to ‘heave’ or ‘toss' them.
T tossed my two dummy grenades with no sweat, Then
came the moment of truth, the real thing.

The range instructor shouted commands from a near-‘
by tower, ¢lbows up, proper stance taken, finger in the
pin ring at the recady. Then . .. Pulll Damn, it scemed-
the grenade was ten pounds heavier now and the pin was
harder than hell to pull out. It scemed as if | had to strug-
gle to get 1t out, 1t never looked this hard on TVsi
‘Combat.” 1 was swecating with fear and frustration, but
at last, the pin was out. It was sut! I quickly fossed the
damn thing out of my pit — and for a split sccond forgot .
that it was rcal, and stood to watch how far I had thrown
it. ‘When all of a sudden my instructor, a Staff Sergeant’
who looked like Jed Clampett from TVs 'Beverly Hillbil- |
lics’, dove on top of me velling “Hit the dirt!” Followed |
by a dull cxplosion. As a onc stripper I thought for surc!
I'd be chewed out but ol SSgt. Jed Clampett just simply’
helped me to my feet, chuckled and mumbled somcthing.

NKP THAILAND
1973 - 1974

Bascd on the volume of largely positive feedback re-
garding my last articlc about Thailand, 1 fclt that perhaps
once more effort detaifing some cxperiences from Nakhon
Phanom (NKP) Roval Thai Air Basc was in order. While
it is virtually impossible to capturc a year's plus wouh of
memorics n a short article, 1 shall try to address some as-
pects of an assignment in Thailand from the vantage point
of a squadron commander. I recognize fully that the view
from the top is pot ahvays the same as the view from a
bunker looking through heaps of concertina wire.  For the
wonderful Officers and Airmen on Tiger, Eagle and Cobra
Flights as wcll as the fearless snake killers on K-9 patrol,
plcasce forgive me of 1 don't spend a great deal of time on
the morc oncrous details of dav to day basc defense. A vol-
ume could be written on that subject alone. Since all who
were assigned in Victnam and Thailand are likely very well
versed in the “grunting it out in the trenches” routine of
twelve hour shifis for davs, swecks and months on end, I'll
trv to look back at other aspects of the assignment.

By the tine of my arrival at NKP 1n the carly spring
of 1973, a large body of expertisc had been developed re-
garding the best methods of providing Awr Basc Ground
Defense for the many bascs in Southeast Asia (SEA}. Con-
siderable guidance had been promulgated from all levels of
command based on cxperience gained the hard way mostly
in Victnam. Courses at Lackland AFB, TX. were cranking
out reasonably well trained, though something less than ox-
pert. warriors on a daily basis. Bascd on my carlier experi-
cnces in SEA, T found NKP to be a testbook base designed
from the perimeter inward with base defense in mind.
While nonc of our bascs were lotally withoul some avenucs
of approach that would allow cover and conccalment to in-
truders, these problem areas were at a minimum on our pe-
rimeter and those that did exist were benerally covered by
sensors. tons of wirc and flares, and a really mean cop with
a gun. Littte had been left to chance at NKP.

Early on, I sct about surveying every possible avenuc
of approach, analyzing any conccivable weakncss, looking
at detatls of routinc maintenance of cquipment and fortifi-
cation and studied ficlds of fire offered from all posttions as
well as coverage provided by mortars and other heavy
weapons. [ found that a few minor tweakings werc in order
and that we had one glaring problem with sensor coverage,

After bniefing Wing and 13 AF ADVON officials. T was di-
rected to take my briefing to the Commander U 8. Advisory
Group/T™ Air Force whosc headquarters had recently moved
from Saigon to NKP. The USAG/7" AF Commandcr ap-
pointed an Army Major General and a Marine Brigadier
General to accompany mc on rounda of the perimeter and all
post and to access the soundness of our vulnerability study
first hand. Fortunately these two sendor officers were well
versed in the principles of ground wartare and defense and
enthusiastic supporters of sccurity.  Consequently. we basi-
cally got about anything we needed m the way of equipment
and support from that day forward. [ lecarned first hand of
the value of a four star cndorsement of your program. A
scnsor system was installed in record time covering the gaps
that had existed.

Although the basc’s fortification and cquipment were
sound, thc unit was not without irternal problems.  These
were the carly 70's and the squadron reflected contemporary
socicty. A pereeption existed among some squadron mem-
bers that they were not being treated fairlv.  Conscquently,
all members were not pulling in the same dircction and the
squadron did not function like a well oiled maching. This
was a leadership problem and it was resolved with the fo-
cusced attention of some dynamic supervisors, both NCQ's
and jumer officcrs. The squadron had been allowed to drift
for several months and craved strong leadership. As a tcam.
we set about attacking anv perception of discrimination
wherever it exasted.  Aftor a short period, we got the squad-
ron marching in step and we began pulling the load as a
team. Moral improved significantly as did productivity.

While the threat of overt attack by large bands of armed
individuvals scemed unlikely, there was an active insurgency
festering in Thailand at the time. A group of scveral hundred
(numbcrs varicd from time to time depending on whose re-
port you were reading) Commumst Thai were encamped in
the Phu Phung Mountains south of the base.  Additionally,
the Pathet Lao were engaged in armed contlict with the
Roval Laotian forces just across the Mckong River a short
distance to the cast. Sighting of armed groups of insurgents
were commonplace. It was all almost cnough to keep our
folks on Tiger Flight awake at mght. Well, that or the flight
chicf kept most awake.

Having confidence that the squadron was willing and
able to do its assigaed job, I began to focus on how to ¢n-
hance early warning. If an attack by armed adversarics large
or small were to come, it was obwvious that our defenses
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would be greatly enhanced by the best carly warning possi-
ble. Some squadron resources werc directed toward intelli-
gence. Unfortunately ground intelligence, while conceptu-
ally well organized, was not an area that I fcit was com-
pletely manageable as it cxisted. We routinely reccived
reports from many sources and often with conflicting infor-
mation. The Wings Intelligence function was totally di-
rected to air intelligence although some lip service was pro-
vided 1o ground intelligence. The wing had an cstablished
intelhgence watch commuittee. The intelligence and liaison
guys on my staff, the OS], the CIA, Civic Actions and a
group of Armmy Military Intelligence people sat on that
committce.  Since respective headquariers seldom agree,
the committee was often rifled with dissension. This made
rational planning difficult at best. Owver a period of time, |
learned thru expericnce that the informatien provided by
the local C1A guys, who were gencrally impaired, was not
completcly trustworthy, And, after evaluation of informa-
tion provided by cach of the other intclligence sources over
a period of time, T was able to determinc who had the best
sources and consequently the best track record.

Another irreplaccable source of intelligence were the
Jocal Thai officials to include the Governor of NKP provi-
dence and his staff] the district officers of the threc districts
in the vicinity of the basc, and the That military - Air
Force, Navy and Army — who operated in our arca. To
cstablish a face to face rapport with these several valuable
sources, I tried to visit cach at Icast once a week and attend
all of their social functions that I could get to. 1 sct about
trying to icarn the language since 1 felt that some language
skilis would enhance my cffectiveness in Thai eircles, The
language skills that I was able to develop proved very help-
ful as after a fow weeks 1 found that the interpreters would
not address high ranking Thai officials as directly as 1 liked
to. Consequently, they were not properly emphasizing the
gravity of thc matter as 1 viewed it.  After two months, |
never took interpreters to meetings with Thar officials.
Apparently my direct manner didn’t offend too badly as the
Provincial Governor, Governor Sanan, and one of the dis-
trict officers, Niamphour Scnatweng, became very close
friends and provided quality assistance. Admiral Dum-
rong, commander of the Mckong Rover Opcration Unit, a
gunboat fleet located at NKP, provided a shicld of small
craft up and down the river, relayed instant information of
clashes with river runner provided their numbers and arma-
ment and any other data gathered. Colonel Likie, Com-
mandcr of on basc Royal Thair Air Force personnel, par-
ticipated in all of our excreises and provided manpowcr
and equipment where he could. General Prem, who later

becamc Prime Minister of Thailand, was the Thai Army area
commander. He ensurcd that all troop movements of insur-
gents were reported 1o us.  Additionally, he kept a battalion
of Thai Army forces in training just off of our westem pe-
rimecter. General Prem’s aid-de-camp was a U S, Armyv West
Pointer, Major Charlic Shaw. Charlic and 1 lunched at least
once a week and we invited General Prem when he had time
to join us. With the aid of all of these Thai sources, as well
as those military wnits whose primary mission it was to pro-
vide mtelligence, we staved reasonably well informed.

In final thought, the tour at NKP was an cxcercise in
highs and lows. I had an opportunity to travel to Bangkok
for a meeting with the King and Quecn of Thailand. The unit
won cvery accolade that was possible, all athletic tourna-
ments, many honors from the wing and support group. best in
PACAF, and thc “loving cup” cvery month while | com-
manded. Additionally, we left it as we found it with no suc-
cessful penetration of our perimeter. We were voung, fear-
less and a formidable force. In spife of this. there were casu-
altics. Soon afier I departed PCS we lost a fine group of
voung warriors in a helicopter crash i support of the
Miaguez incident. My friend, Governor Sunan, perished in a
helicopter crash during a training excreisc. Many fine voung
pilots were at the bar one night and gonc forever the next.

Through analysis of happenings from over a quarter of a cen-
tury ago, there 1s likely some lesson that modern day warriors
can apply to their contemporary mission. Remember, regard-
less of your state of preparation, no matter how well planned,
the cxceution of war is an ugly thing. But, it is ugler by vol-
umes for those who are not properly prepared We learned
this lesson very well at the beginning of our engagement in
Victnam where we were totally unprepared and improperly
equipped. We old oncs leave 1t to vou ‘voungens' to cnsure
this docsn't occur again. Work hard! Our nation’s defensc 1s
in your capable hands.
